The Study Commission has decided that its 2008-2009 topic will be increasing the capacity and effectiveness of Florida’s nonprofit organizations to address affordable housing issues.  The state has a limited number of experienced nonprofit organizations that are capable of doing more than one or two transactions at a time.  Nonprofit developers are more likely to get involved in projects that serve the most vulnerable populations, and are typically willing to take on more difficult, often less profitable transactions.  A more robust nonprofit development community will be able to carry out the variety of housing projects needed to serve residents around the state.
