STIPULATED RESOLUTION 

1. Florida Housing finds that it is in the bes1 interest of the Corporation to 

resolve this matter without protraeled littgation and appeats, as the provision in the 2008 

Universal Cycle lnstnlctions that is the focus of this matter has been changed for the 

2009 Universal Cyele to address the issues raised in this matter. 

2. As such, Florida HClUsing will withdraw its "Argument in Opposition to 

Recommended Order," filed on March 25, 2009. 



3. In tum, Fountain Terrace will withdraw its "Motion to Strike 

Respondent's Argument in Opposition to Recommended Order," filed on June 3, 2009. 

4. Florida HOLlsing will recommend thal its Board of Direclors adopt as its 

own the Findings of FRct, Conclusions of Law, and Recommended disposition of the 

Recommcnded Order filed on March :W, 2009, and i,;,me a Final Order eonsistent with its 

adoption of the Rcconlrnended Order. 

5. Upon issuance of such Final Order, Florida Housing agrees to provide 

Fountain Terrace with "the next available funding," as provided in Rule 67-48.005(7.1, 

Fla. Admin. Code. 

6. Each party will bear its ovm attorneys' fees and eosts. 

7. Tbe parties agree that all issues raised in the Elbove-captioned case shall be 

fully resolved and will waive any further administrative proceedings ,md appeals as to 

such issues upon adoption of this SeHlement Agreement and entry of the contemplated 

Final Order by Florida Housing's Board ofDil'ectors. 

\\THEREFORE, Florida Housin6 und Fountain TerrallC request thaL the Board of 

Directors accept and adopt this Settlement Agreement and enter a final order in this 

matter aecordingly.
