CORPORATION OF FLORIDA ("Servicer"). 

RECITALS 

A. Florida Housing and Servicer entered into Contract Number 082-2017, dated December 
14, 2017, ("Contract") wherein Servicer agreed to provide or perform credit underwriting, 
constrnction and permanent loan servicing, and compliance monitoring services pursuant 
to RFQ 2017-01. As used herein, "Contract" shall include within its meaning any 
modification or amendment to the Contract. 

8. The initial term of the Contract is for five years, beginning December 14, 2017, and ending 
December 13, 2022. 

C. Section C., of the Contract provides that the Contract may be renewed for a three-year 
term. 

D. Florida Housing and Service Provider wish to renew the Contract for a three-year term, 
subject to the terms and conditions set forth below. 

AGREEMENT 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the terms and conditions contained in the 
Contract and this Amendment, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and 
sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows: 

A. Effective Date; Recitals. Upon its execution by both parties, this Amendment shall be 
effective as of the Effective Date. The above recitals are true and correct and form a part of 
this Amendment. 

B. Renewal. The Contract is hereby renewed for a three-year term, beginning December 
14, 2022, and ending December 13. 2025. Subject to any previous amendments or 
modifications and except as otherwise provided in this Amendment, the Contract shall stand 
rene\ved upon its same terms and conditions. 

C. Amendments.

THIS FIFTH AMENDMENT ("Amendment") to CONTRACT NUMBER 082-
2017 is entered into and effective as of January 1, 2022 ("Effective Date'') by and 
between FLORIDA HOUSING FINANCE CORPORATION, a public corporation and a 
public body corporate and politic ("Florida Housing"), and FIRST HOUSING 
DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION OF FLORIDA ("Servicer"). 

RECITALS 

A. Florida Housing and Servicer entered into Contract Number 082-2017, dated 
December 14, 2017, ("Contract") wherein Servicer agreed to provide or perform 
credit underwriting, construction and permanent loan servicing, and compliance 
monitoring services pursuant to RFQ 2017-0 l. As used herein, "Contract" shall 
include within its meaning any modification or amendment to the Contract. 

B. The initial term of the Contract is for five years, beginning December 14, 2017, and 
ending December 13, 2022. 

C. Florida Housing and Servicer wish to amend the Contract, subject to the terms and 
conditions set forth below. 

AGREEMENT 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the terms and conditions contained in 
the Contract and this Amendment, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt 
and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows: 

A. Effective Date: Recitals. Upon its execution by both parties, this Amendment 
shall be effective as of the Effective Date. The above recitals are true and correct and 
form a part of this Amendment. 

B. Amendments. The contract is hereby amended to remove references to the Link 
program referenced in Exhibit A, Item IV.C.2. This section shall now read as follows: 

2. Management review and physical inspection procedures include the 
following: 

a. Physical Inspection of Units 

The Servicers must be HUD UPCS trained and perform UPCS physical 
inspections of all buildings, including unit features, project amenities and grounds 
(including landscaping) to evaluate overall appearance and compliance 
requirements. The Servicer will randomly select and inspect a Development's 
units to determine if those units meet the HUD Uniform Physical Condition 
Standards. When a violation report or notice was issued to the owner of a Housing 
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Credit Development by a State or local government unit responsible for making 
local health, safety, or building code inspections, the Servicer will review the 
summary of the violation report that the owner is requ ired by 24 CFR 1.42-5 (c) 
(l)(vi) to prepare. If the violation remains uncorrected the Servicer will 
personally observe the violation and include the violation in the report of the 
management review and physical inspection. The Servicer will notify 
management to provide notice, pursuant to section 83.53, Fla. Stat., to all tenants 
regarding the possibility for unit inspections. 

Physical Inspection includes: 

i. Inspection of the buildings including unit features, including but 
not limited to green, energy, acces ibility, tmiversal design and visitability 
fea tures. Development amenities, and the grounds (including landscaping) to 
identify any deferred maintenance and evaluate overall appearance and 
compliance with LURA and EUA requirements and indicate findings on the 
Management Review and Physical Inspection Summary. 

11 . In pection of the building including unit features, including but not 
limited to green, energy, accessibility, universal design and visitability 
features to ensure that any fearnres replaced during maintenance are 
comparable or updated per the function of the original feature. 

111. Selection of units for inspection. 

iv. The number of units to be inspected (if there is more than one 
program, the most restrictive applies):

When calculation of the percentage of units to inspect results in a 
fraction of a w1it, that unit shall be included in the units that will be 
inspected. Units selected will be dispersed throughout the Development 
with 110 more than one unit selected per building, until one unit has been 
selected from each building, before selecting a second unit in any 
building. 

b) Tenant Files and Records 

The Servicer will: 

i. File selection 

Select resident files for examination at random and disperse the selected 
files throughout the Development. No more than one file may be selected per 
building until one file has been selected from each building after which time a 
second file may be selected from each building. When a calculation results in 
a fraction of a file, that file will be considered to be included in the files that 
will be examined. 

1) Housing Credit - examine the files for a minimum of twenly 
percent (20%) of the set-aside units (the same files as for the units 
inspected) . 

2) SAIL and MMRB - Randomly select for examination from the 
units selected for inspection tenant files equivalent to 10% of the set-aside 
units in the Development. 

3) HOME Rental - 100% of files must be selected for examination in 
Developments with 1-4 HOME set-aside units. 
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4) HOME Rental - For Developments with more than 4 units, 
randomly select for examination of tenant files for a minimum of 20% 
HOME set-aside units, but not fewer than four files in each Development 
and one HOM • set-aside file in each building. 

u. File examination 

1) Review the sequence of the certification procedure to ensure that 
no person or family occupies a Development unit prior to being properly 
certified. 

2) Within each file, the Servicer will examine and confirm the 
following: 

a) Application(s) - check for completeness and inclusion of 
total income from all sources, including assets. 

b) Verification(s) of income - examine for completeness, 
timeliness and compare to the application and the initial and/or current 
Tenant Income Certification for agreement. 

c) Lease (initial and current) - examine to ensure that all 
occupants of the unit are listed, the lease is fully executed, the terms of 
the lease meet LURA and/or UA requirements. Identify prohibited 
lease provisions. Confirm that the cmrent rent for the unit does not 
exceed applicable rent limits, if any and that appropriate utility 
allowances are used. 

d) Tenant income certification (initial and/or current) - check 
for completeness and confirm the amount of income documented in 
the tenant file. Dele1mine whether household is qualified under the 
appropriate program income limit. 

e) Confirm composition of each household, related student 
status, elderly status, etc., as applicable. 

f) Obtain the current number of vacant units and vacancy 
percentage. If the percentage of vacancy is I 0% or higher, obtain 
written explanation and improvement plan for addressing the vacancy 
issue. 

Ill. When a Development receiving HOME funds has tenants that may 
be displaced as a result of the construction or rehabilitation of the 
Development, at a minimum, review for compliance with the Uniform 
Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Policies Act of I 970, as 
amended, 42 U.S.C. § 4601 et seq. and implemented at 49 CFR Part 24 with 
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further guidance provided by HUD Handbook 1378; and the requirements of 
Section 104( d) of Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 
1974, as amended and implemented at 24 CFR Part 42 and 24 CFR 92.353 
and. 92.634: 

l) The Development's Anti-Displacement Policy; 

2) Evidence that the owner provided adviso1y services to the tenants 
including notices; information booklets, explanation of assistance, 
referrals to social services, counseling and advice under the Fair Housing 
Act; and, 

3) Payments to eligible tenants for the cost of temporary relocation, 
reimbursement of moving and related expenses; and the cost of 
replacement housing assistance for 42 months if tenant's income is 80% 
AMI or 60 months if tenant's focome is less than 80% AMI are reasonable 
and included. 

c) The administrative procedures of the owner and/or Management 
Company. 

The Servicer will review the following administrative procedures and indicate 
findings on the Management Review and Physical Inspection Summary: 

1. Maintenance program 

11. Security Program 

tll. Organization and supervision 

1v. Training 

v. Advertising and Affirmative Fair Marketing 

vi. Tenant programs and services to include, but shall not be limited 
to, verification and review of executed memorandums of understanding, 
addendums, diplomas, and any ceirtifications, as applicable. 

vii. Confirm that the owner is participating in the statewide Housing 
Locator System, as required by the Corporation. 

v111. Confirm that all terms and conditions of the regulatory agreement 
are being met. 

d) Transmittal of management review and physical inspection summary and 
narrative comments ("Management Review"). 
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The Servicer will prepare and send the Management Review to the owner, the 
Management Company representative, the onsite manager, Florida Housing and, 
if the Development is MMRB, the Trustee and the Servicer for the credit 
enhancer. The Servicer will require the owner to acknowledge to the Servicer the 
receipt of the Management Review within 10 Days from the date the Management 
Review was sent to the owner and respond in writing to the Servicer and Florida 
Housing within 30 Days from the date the Management Review was sent. The 
Servicer will collect supporting material sufficient to document correction of 
items noted in the narrative comments. The Servicer will review the response to 
determine whether all discrepancies have been satisfactorily corrected and follow­
up with the owner or Management Company representative until resolved. If a 
response has not been received by the due date, the Servicer will follow up with 
the owner and Management Company until the response is received. The 
Servicer may, upon the owner's request, provide an additional response period. 
The expiration of any additional response period may not extend beyond 90 days 
from the date of initial noncompliance notification to the owner. 

e) Close-Out Letters 

The Servicer will provide the owner, Management Company and Florida 
Housing with a close-out letter when all discrepancies have been corrected 
satisfactorily, unless otherwise directed by Florida Housing. 

f) Correspondence 

The Servicer will provide to Flon·ida Housing a copy of any correspondence 
originated by the Servicer that relates to any monitored Development within 30 
Days of the correspondence's origination.

A. Effective Date; Recitals. Upon its execution by both parties, this Amendment 
shall be effective as of the Effective Date. The above recitals are true and correct and 
form a part of this Amendment. 

B. Amendments. 

1. The following definition is hereby added to Exhibit A, Section T\vo: 

"Coronavirus Relief Fund" or "CRF" Florida Housing's program 
developed in response to funds 
received from the federal 
Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and 
Economic Security (CARES) Act. 

2. Item VI. is hereby created within Exhibit A, Section Four: 
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VI. Coronavirus Relief Fund Program 

In 2020, Florida Housing was awarded funds from the federal Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and 
Economic Security (CARES) Act and created the CRF Program. The following subsections 
detail the Servicer's roles and responsibilities as a part of the CRF Program. 

A. Initial Review of Subsidy Request Report 

The Servicer will perform the following functions regarding the initial review of Subsidy 
Request for Coronavirus Relief Funds (CRF) Assistance: 

1. Verify that the property submitting the request has: 
• A fully executed Funding Agreement, 
• Furnished their Data Universal Number System (DUNS) numbers, and 
• SMvf.gov Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) Codes If the CAGE 

Code is unavailable, verify submission of: 
o Legal N.ame 
o Address Line 1 
o Address Line 2, if applicable

o CityName 
o State Code 
o Zip+4 
o Congressional District 
o Cou11try Name

2. Provide the direct deposit form to the property with instructions for submitting 
the completed fonn in a secure manner. 

3. Verify that each property bas submitt ed one (I) subsidy request spreadsheet for 
each month for which the property is requesting rental subsidy. Subsidy request months 
should not be mixed in the spreadsheet: Ex: April= one (1) spreadsheet, May = one (1) 
spreadsheet, etc. Properties may submit supplemental requests. Supplemental requests 
should be reviewed to ensure they do not include any prior requests previously submitted 
for subsidy. 

4. For months of April through October, review corresponding program reports to 
determine whether the property has increased rents to eligible households after the effective 
date of the property's funding agreement. iFor months of November and December, if the 
corresponding program report is not available, review the most recent month's program 
report that is available and corresponding rent ledger for the new move-ins for which 
subsidy has been requested. 

5. Properties are responsible to correct all errors in the spreadsheet prior to 
submitting to Florida Housing and the Servicer. Any requests for assistance with subsidy 
request template errors (#REF!, #NAME!, etc.), should be referred to 
lssuesCRFTemplate@floridahousing.org. Florida Housing will request the sender to 
resubmit the corrected spreadsheet to both CRFReporting@FloridaHousing.org and the 
Servicer to their designated CRF email accounts. 
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a. If the Servicer receives a spreadsheet with errors present: 

i. If a template-based error: 
1) Return the template to the sender; and 
2) Refer the sender to IssuesCRFTemnlate@floridahousing.org. 

ii. If a tenant-based eligibility error is present on the spreadsheet (apparent 
duplication of benefits, inconect CRF subsidy amount, etc.), the Servicer 
may choose: 

1) to correct minor errors and direct the property via email to update their 
subsidy request fonn to match the Servicer's correction(s). When the 
servicer corrects minor errors, a notation should be made for audit trail 
purposes; or 

2) for egregious errors, return the subsidy request spreadsheet to the sender 
with a description of the error and instructions for how to correct the 
error. The original sender should correct the error and resubmit the 
spreadsheet with "Revised" in the document name to 
CRFReporting@FloridaHousing.org and the Servicer. 

b. If there are no discemable errors discovered in the initial review of the subsidy 
request report or other obvious or known reasons to delay its processing, proceed to the 
Monitor Recap and Draw Request to Florida Housing for payment, as outlined in Item B. 
below. 

B. Monitor Recap Draw Request Process 

l. Servicers may submit multiple properties and associated payee infonnation in each 
draw request. 

2. Each draw request must be for the same CRF-impacted month; please do not mix 
reporting months on single a draw request. 

3. Draw requests may be submitted multiple times throughout any business day 

4. After the monitoring agency begins receiving property-level information contained 
in the CRF Subsidy Request Report, Servicers will: 

a. Create a copy of the Monitor Recap and Draw Request spreadsheet template to 
receive lhe days' data, then: 

i. Select the "Property Recap" page. 

11. Select the appropriate abbreviated agency reference from the dropdown menu. 
Note: Your selection will automatically populate the first portion of the 
'Combined Invoice#' and the 'Monitoring Agency' name. 

m. Enter a sequential invoice nwnber, up to five {5) digits in length, the date 
submitted to Florida Housin_g, the subsidy request reporting month from the 
dropdown, the name of the person submitting the form, the contact phone 
number and, if applicable, the extension and the contact email. 
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b. From the property-submitted spreadsheet: (CRF Subsidy Request Report ... ) 

i. Select the "Monitor Recap" page. 

ii. Select the data contained in column 'B' through column 'Y.' 
NOTE: Due to potential enors from property level data pastes, do NOT select 
the entire row. Pasting the entire row will cause errors in the Draw Request 
spreadsheet. 

c. Switch to the Monitor Recap and Draw Request spreadsheet: 

i. Ensure the 'Property Recap' page is selected. 

11. Perform a 'paste special' > 'values and number formatting' into the first 
available empty row Note: When you successfully complete a 'paste special' > 
'values and number fom1atting' into an empty row, the data will display 
correctly- failing to use 'paste special'> 'values and number formatting' may 
cause data errors. 

iii. Verify the data in steps 'a,' and 'b' above transferred correctly into the 
"Property Recap" page d. Manually enter the following data into their 
respective cells in the same row just imported: 
1) CRF Agreement# 
2) Agreement Maximum $ Amount 
3) Cumulative$ Approved to Date (including this draw request) 
4) Remaining Agreement$ v. Payee Name 
5) Bank:Name 
6) ABA/Routing # 
7) Account# 

iv. Verify all manually entered data above has transferred correctly to the ' Florida 
Housing Draw Request' page. 

v. Save the spreadsheet. 

vi. Repeat all steps above until you have completed the days' work for the 
reporting month(s) being submitted for each separate draw request. 

vii. Be sure to save the spreadsheet after the final enhy. 

d. Upload completed Monitor Recap and Draw Request spreadsheets via the secure 
Sharefile link. 

e. Securely store completed copies of spreadsheets accoriling to your 
company/Florida Housing agreed upon procedures. Florida Housing staff will retrieve the 
submitted spreadsheets and route them through internal processes for approval of an ACH 
to the payee(s) on the next ACH payment date. 

Note: Florida Housing typically runs ACH submissions on Monday and Timrsday unless 
the designated weekday falls on a holiday. In those instances, the ACH will be processed 
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on the closest regular business day. 

C. Monitoring Review 

Monitoring will include an examination of 10% of the Eligible Person or Household files for 
which CRF subsidy has been requested from subsidy requests received for April - November for 
each property. The minimum number of files that will be reviewed is five (5); the maximum 
number is thirty-five (35). If the subsidy request is for fewer than five (5) files, 100% of the files 
will be reviewed. When the calculation of the percentage of files to review results in a fraction of a 
file, that fraction of a file shall be included in the files that will be reviewed. The Servicer may 
select additional files for review based on the quantity and nature of the issues found by the Servicer 
during the initial file review. 

D. Verification of Sample Household Files from the Subsidy Request Report 

1. The Servicer will send a letter to the Participating Property requesting the 
number of eligible household files pursuant to section VI., item C., above. Note: The 
Participating Property has five (5) days to submit requested documentation to the Servicer. 

2. Tue Servicer will review the CRF Application of the sampled household to 
confirm no required information is missing. Required information includes: 

a. The number of people residing in the household including name, age, 
relationship to head of household, current address, and home phone number. 

b. A statement signed by all the adults who reside in the household consenting to 
the disclosure of information for the purpose of determining eligibility for program 
assistance. 

c. Documentation that the household is experiencing a loss of job or income due to 
COVID-19. 

d. A signed statement indicating that the applicant understands that all information 
provided is subject to Florida's public records laws. 

e. A statement that it is a first-degree misdemeanor to falsify infonnation for the 
purpose of obtaining assistance. 

3. For all household members who had their income reduced due to COVID-19, the 
Servicer will ensure the CRF Rental Assistance Application includes the following 
information: Name and address of employer(s), position title, start date, date of COVID-19 
change in employment and the type of change. An eligible household must have at least one 
member whose income has been negatively impacted by COVID-19. In those cases where the 
resident is not able to appear in person to sign verification and certification documents, 
HUD's extenuating circumstances principals will apply. The Servicers will ensure the tenant 
file documents the reason(s) for the delay in the resident file (e.g., "Applicant/resident did not 
sign due to COVID-19 risk.") and indicate how and when the tenant will provide the proper 
signature. For December's resident applications, management companies may utilize the 
"Development Use Only" box on page 2 of the CRf Rental Assistance Application to record 
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they've communicated with the household and verified the COVID-19 specific impact to the 
resident's household income continues for the month of December. Monitors can rely upon 
the management companies' recordation in the "Development Use Only" box to verify the 
required COVID-19 impact. 

4. The Servicer v.rill examine a sample as described in section VI., item C., of 
eligible households' rent ledgers for the same month of the subsidy request selected for 
monitoring to ensure the Participating Property has complied with the following requirements 
for those months after the effective date of the Participating Property's Funding Agreement: 

a. Eligible Household's rent was not increased during the same month, unless due to 
implementation of a new utility allowance; 

b. All costs, fee and charges incurred by Eligible Households as a result of non­
payment or partial payment ofrent were waived for the impacted montll; 

c. Optional fees requested on the subsidy request are included on the rent ledger for 
the month; and 

d. The household does not receive rental assistance payments such as Project­
based Rental Assistance, Section 8 Housing Choice Vouchers, Veteran's Assisted 
Supportive Housing or USDA, Rural Development that would result in a duplication of 
benefits for the requested month. The prohibition against a duplication of benefits 
applies to April - December. 

5. If self-certification is used for eligibility purposes, the Servicer will ensure the 
tenant fiJe includes notes to the file describing the initial attempt and at least one follow-up 
to obtain the actual third-party verification documents. 

6. If no discrepancies are found in the selected household files, the Review is 
complete, and the Servicer will send the Participating Property a closeout email stating the 
email serves as the official closeout for the review of the CRF files selected for monitoring. 
If discrepancies are noted after the household file review, the servicer will send a request for 
additional documentation to the Participating Prope1ty. Under the fimding agreements, 
owners shall submit supporting documentation to monitors within five (5) days. If discrepancies 
remain unresolved after additional documentation is considered, the disputed amount will be 
recaptured.

RECITALS 
 

A. Florida Housing and Service Provider entered into Contract Number 082-2017, dated 
December 14, 2017, (“Contract”) wherein Service Provider agreed to provide or 
perform credit underwriting, construction and permanent loan servicing, and 
compliance monitoring services pursuant to RFQ 2017-01.  As used herein, “Contract” 
shall include within its meaning any modification or amendment to the Contract. 
 

B. The initial term of the Contract is for five years, beginning December 14, 2017, and 
ending December 13, 2022. 

 
C. Florida Housing and Service Provider wish to amend the Contract, subject to the terms 

and conditions set forth below. 
  

AGREEMENT 
 
 NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the terms and conditions contained in the 
Contract and this Amendment, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and 
sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows: 
 

A. Effective Date; Recitals. Upon its execution by both parties, this Amendment shall 
be effective as of the Effective Date. The above recitals are true and correct and form a part 
of this Amendment. 

 
B. Amendments.  

 
1. All references to the ‘Florida Housing Rehabilitation Guide for 

Existing Properties’ are hereby deleted in their entirety and are replaced with the

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The policy's deductible clause may be for any amount up to the greater of 
$100,000 or 5 percent of the bond's face amount. The Servicer that needs a higher 
deductible amount should send a written request, explain the reason fur the request 
and provide its most recent audited financial statements to Florida Housing. Before 
approving the Servicer's request, Florida Housing will determine the acceptability 
of the Servicer's financial position and performance in servicing its Florida Housing 
multifamily portfolio, paying particular attention to mortgage accounting and 
delinquent loan servicing. 

b. The errors and omissions policy must1 at least, protect the Servicer against 
negli'gence and errors and omissions in: 

1. Maintaining aU required insurance coverages; 
ii. Maintaining FHA or conventional mortgage insurance; 
iii. Determining whether properties are located in Special Flood Hazard Areas~ 
iv. Paying real estate taxes, leasehold payments, and any special assessments;

The policy must cover all mortgages serviced by the Servicer and should be 
wiitten on an occurrence basis. The amount of coverage is the same as required for 
fidelity bonds. For the purposes Qf this calculation. the MMRB portfolio is the 
unpaid principal balance of all bonds where an ongoing Permanent Loan Servicing 
fee is paid. However, in no case will the coverage be less than $1 ,000,000. Policies 
that provide for coverage per mortgage are acceptable as long as the insurer's 
liability per mortgage is at least equal to the highest unpaid principal balance that 
the Servicer has in its servicing portfolio.

iii. The insurer agrees to notify Florida Housing at least 30 days before it 
cancels, reduces, declines to renew~ or imposes a restrictive modification to the 
Servicer' s coverage for any reason other than a partia I or fo 11 exhaustion of the 
insurer's limit ofliability under the policy. Tbe insurer also agrees to notify Florida 
Housit'lg within ten days after it receives the Servicer's request to cancel or reduce 
any coverage. All notices to Florida Housing will be sent to Florida Housing's 
Contract Administrator. 

The Servicer must submit satisfactory evidence that it has obtained, and has in 
effect, fidelity bond and errors and omissions coverage meeting the requirements of 
this section commensurate with the signing of the contract. Each insurance certificate 
should show the insurer's name, the bond or policy number, the named insured, the type 
and amount of coverage (specifying whe1her the insurer's liability limits are on a per 
loss or per Mortgage basis), the effective date of the coverage, and the deductible 
amount. If t:he Seivicer obtains an endorsement to the bond or policy or obtains optional 
coverage, it should also provide a copy of the endorsement or the description of the 
additional coverage, unless this information can be summarized substantively on the 
lnsurance certificate. (Reference to a form or endorsement number does not provide a 
substantive summary for Florida Housing purposes.) 

d. The Servicer must aJso report certain events to Florida Housing within ten 
business days after they occur. Specific events that must be reported include:

a. If any report, ioformation or representation provided by tbe Servicer in this 
Contract is inaccurate, false or misleading in any respect; 

b. If any warranty or representation made by the Servicer in this Contract or 
any other outstanding agreement with Florida Housing is deemed by I11orida 
Housing to be inaccurate, false or misleading in any respect; 

c. If the Servicer fails to keep, observe, or perfonn any of the terms or 
covenants contained in this Contract, or is unable or unwilling to meet its 
obligations a_s defined in this Contract; 

d. ti; in the sole discretion of Florida Hol.lsing, the Servicer has failed to 
perform or complete any of the services identified in the attachments;

The Servicer shall provide the proposed 
rehabilitation scope of work and the capital needs assessment to the Applicant for review 
and comment within the timeframe outlined in the Florida Housing Rehabilitation Guide 
for Existing Propenies. Upon receipt of the Applicant's comments, the Servicer shall 
forward the proposed rehabilitation scope of work:, along with any comments provided by 
the Applicant, and Servicer opinions or recommendations regarding the Applicant's 
comments to Florida Housing for consideration. 

6. With respect to the Development' s economic feasibility, the Servicer will : 

a. Review the sources and uses of funds and operating pro-forrua statements lo make 
sure that the Developer has the resources to fund the cost of the Development and to cover 
the debt service requirements. 

b, For Developments built per Rule 67-50, ensure that buyers in the chosen set aside 
income ranges can afford the homes. 

c. For Developments built per Rule 67-50, review or recommend any pre-sale 
requirements that must be met prior to funding the Development. 

d. For Developments built per Rule 67-50, evaluate the proposed saJes price of homes 
to ensure that they do not exceed the limLts established in Fla. Admirt. Code R. 67-50 and 
24 CFR Part 92. 

e. Obtain a copy of each Development's plans and specifications prior to submitting 
the credit underwriting report to Florida Housing for approval Compare these for 
consistency to the capital needs assessment, where applicable, basic structure components, 
iµ-een and energy features, accessibility, un1versal design and visitability features, 
amenities and other commitments included in the Development's application , and include 
the results of this comparison in the credit underwriting repon . The Servicer will also 
review final plans and specifications prior to the loan closing and will notify Florida 
Housing of the results of this comparison. If construction ha.s commenced, for HOME 
funded Developments, the Servicer must verify that the completed work meets Federal 
Labor Slamhm..ls. Fur Deruotlstration Loans, the Servicer will ensw·e that the Develope1; 
adheres to the requirements of the particular Demonstration Loan competitive solicitation 
under which funds were awarded, and other modifications outlined in the Development 
P Ian submitted by the technica I assistance provider. The Service will confirm that the plans 
and specifications confonn to the approved rehabilitation scope of work and comply wit.h 
the Florida Housing Rehabilitation Guide for Existing Properties. 
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1, New Construction 

1) Developments that selected green building certification in the Application 
must contract with a third-party verifier from a green certification program 
specified in the RF A to carry out the certification. During Credit Underwriting, the 
Servicer wiH verify that the Developer bas contracted with a third party verifier 
from the foUowing list whlch may be amended from time to time: LEED, FGBC or 
NAHB National Green Building Standard. 

2) For Developments in the new construction category that are a m.bc of new 
construction and rehabilitation, the Servicer will verify that the third party verifier 
has deemed that it 'is feasible for the entire Development to achieve certification.. If 
the third party verifier determines that it is not feasible, the Developer will be 
subject to a reduction in the Developer fee. as outlined in the RFA instructions, and 
must select the approved number of green building features from the list in the RF A 
for those units in the Development which cannot be certified.

During Credit Underwriting, the Servicer will verify that the 
Developer has contracted with a certified Home Energy Rater. For Developments 
not required to c-0mply with Energy Star requirements, the Servicer will ve.rify that 
the Developer is prepared to provide the required energy features as described in 
the RFA. 

5) All proposed Developments that involve any new construction units must 
include the required accessibility, universal design and visitability features and 
amenities as listed in the RF A. Du.ring C.redit Underwriting, the Servicer will verify 
that the Developer is ensuring compliance with all federal accessibility 
requirements and state building code requirements, including the following: 

a) 2012 Florida Accessibility Code for Building Construction, adopted 
pursuant to Section 553.503, Fla.

it Rehabilitation and Preservation 

1) Developments are required to include features and amenities listed below 
from the RFA. As described in the Florida Housing Rehabilitation Guide for 
Existing Properties, the Servicer must verify that the capital needs assessment has 
addressed the features required in the funding RFA and that they are included in 
the rehabilitation scope of work and within the budget for the Development.

2) The Servicer will verify that green building features have been selected 
from the list in the RF A.

10. For HOME programs, the Servicer will ensure that Development materials and 
plans are in compliance with 24 CFR Pai.1 92 and, wlien applicable, the Uniform. Relocation 
Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Policies Act of 1970, as amended, 42 U.S.C. Section 
4601 et seq, and implemented at 49 CFR Part 24 with further guidance provided by HUD 
Handbook 13 78; and the requireinents of Section 104( d) of Title I of the Housing and 
Community Development Act of 1974, as amended and implement at 24 CFR Part 42 and 24 
CFR 92.353 and 92.634).

a. With respect to relocatio~ the laws require that any tenant who is a legal resident 
of the project at the initiation of negotiations, as defined in 49 CPR 24.2, and must move

18. The Servicer must be present when the final credit underwriting report is presented 
to the Board. 

19, The Servicer w'ill review proposed property insurance coverage for compliance 
whh the FHFC Insurance O u.ide, as applicable. 

20. The Servicer must artend the loan closing for MJv1RB issuances only. 

21. The Servicer will review cornrrritment letters and other appropriate legal 
documentation lo ensure that the loan terms outJined in the credit underwriting report are 
incorporated into the loan documents. 

22. The Servicer must also provide Florida Housing with a letter at closing that 
indicates that aD loan closing conditions listed in the credit underwriting report have been met. 
The Servicer must also provide Florida Housing with a dated and signed copy of approved 
sources and uses and a construction draw schedule. 

23. For Developments built per Rule 67-50, the Servicer will perform an analytical 
review of the proposed Development for applicants requesting purchase assistance loans to 
determine the feasibility and viability of the Development. Information and documentation 
required for this analysis may or may not entail compilation of all of the information included 
in Section Four, Item J.C. of this RFQ. This review will be done in accordance with Fla. Admin. 
Code R. 67-50. 

24. The Servicer will provide exeoutive summaries for the folJowing headings within 
the Credit Underwriting reports: 

a. Cost Needs Assessments

New construction Developments that selected green building certification in the 
RFA must be inspected by a third-party verifier from the foUowiog list which may be amended 
from time to time: LEED, FGBC, or NAHB. The Servicer wiU confirm that the third-party 
verifier has inspected the Development and that it meets the requirements of the applicable 
green building certification program. 

17. Report the status of consbuction {buildings and units completed), each month to 
Florida Housing including the status of liens outstanding against the Development and the 
status of construction draws including amount of any draw, total amount disbursed, and 
balance ofloan remaining. lf a project is lagging behind the construction schedule projected in 
the credit underwriting report, the Servicf;n' wi]J include that information in the monthly report. 
The form of the report will be provided by Florida Housing. 

18. Track each property's status of completion and letters of credit, if any. The Servicer 
wiJl be responsible for recommending, in writing, to Florida Housing and the Trustee, if 
applicable, any draws prior to the expiration of the letter of credit and the release of the 
colfoteralization and lire guanmtee (accon.ling iu the lerrns specified in the dosing do<.:uments, 
if applicable), if all conditions outlined for release have been satisfied, or for recommending 
the continuation of the collateralization, if the satisfaction of the terms of the guarantee and/or 
bond documents, as applicable, have not been met, as determined by the Servicer. 

19. For Developments built per Rule 67-501 provide reports to Florida Housing for 
Constn,iction Loans being .serviced.

For remittances 
not received by Florida Housing or its Trustee, if applicable, within 20 Days of the date 
received by the Servicer, the Servicer may be subject to a late charge of 5% oftbe i"emittance 
amount, at the sole discretion of Florida Housing. 

4. Maintain all accounts held on behalf of the Developer, Florida Housing, and where 
applicable1 the mortgagors, in an Acceptable Depository Account at an Eligible Depository. 
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5. Service delinquent accounts of Developers, including, but not limited to, sending 
notices as required t>y the loan documents and implement_ing all appropriate c;ollection 
procedures. Collection procedures should include, for accounts over 30 days past due, a phone 
call with the Developer. The Servicer may retain late fees collected, after Florida Housing's 
interest, principal and other applicable fees, if any, bave been paid. However, late fees retained 
by the Servicer will not include late filing fees assessed to aru:l coUected from Borrowers for 
failure to submit audited financial statements by the required deadline. These late fees must be 
remitted to Florida Housing. 

6. Establish and maintain escrow accounts, if not held by the Trustee (or entity acting 
in similar capacity; e.g. Fiscal Agent) or first mortgagee and not subject to a joint escrow (or 
sinfilar) agreement, as follows: 

• for replacement reserve; 
• for sinking fund; 
• for operating reserve; and 
• for any other transaction established escrow, as applicable. 
• [if not commingled] titled in the Development's name, with Development. tax 

identification number, in care of the Servicer;

maintain all accounts at an Eligible Depository within an Acceptable Depository 
Account. 

Review all such escrow accounts on an annual basis for adjustments (e.g. the required 
balance, amount of periodic escrow payments. etc.), if necessary. 

If an escrow account balance exceeds insurable limits and the excess is not collateralized1 

then the account must be maintained at an Eligible Depository. 

Escrow accounts for multiple Developments may be commingled. The Servicer shall 
maintain records on a loan-by-loan basis regarding the Developer, Development, purpose or 
source, etc., as applicable, of the commingled funds such that the monies can be accurately 
accounted for and managed on an ongoing basis as if they were not commingled. If held ill au 
interest-bearing account, none of the interest earned may be retained by the Servicer and all 
such interest must be distributed on a pro-rata, loan-by-loan basis for each transaction 
established escrow at least quarterly. 

For escrows held by the Trustee (or entity acting in similar capacity;· e.g. Fiscal Agent) or 
first mortgagee, where applicable, the Servicer shall conduct a periodic analysis of the 
escrow(s) and deliver to the Trustee or mortgagor a statement setting forth the amounts to be 
paid by the Borrower into the escrow ensure the adequacy of the account balance for its 
intended purpose, subject in all respect to the applicable loan documents. 
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6. Upon request by Florida Housing, perform an analysis of disbursements from any 
escrow account. 

7, The Servicer will ensure that at all times during the existence of the loan all 
buildings and improvements making up the Development are insured, as applicable, pursuant 
to the FHFC Insurance Guide. This includes the review of any amendment to, or renewal of. 
such insurance for compliance with the FHFC lilsurance Guide. In the event the Developer 
fails to maintain such insurance in full force and effect, and upon the written authorization of 
Florida Housing, such insurance will be maintained by the Servicer, subject to payment by 
Florida Housing, which will advance necessary loan funds to the Servicer, upon request from 
the Servicer. The Servicer will retain and safely store, service and continua Uy maintain all such 
policies and documents related thereto as required herein. 

8. Not less than annually, track and review each property's operating deficit 
guarantees as well as any supporting collateral (ex, letter of credit) securing the guarantees. 
Upon receipt of a written request from the guarantors asking that the guarantees and / or 
coUateral securing the guarantees be released, the Servicer will be responsible for evaluating 
the request (along with aU supporting docwnentation provided by the guarantors) and making 
a recommendation, in writing, to Florida Housing (and the Trustee or Fiscal Agent,' if 
applicable) as to whether the release request should or should not be granted. In addition to 
the information provided by the guarantors, the Servicer's recommendation should also take 
into account the related terms and conditions specified in the loan documents. With regard to 
any collateral securing the guarantees, the Servicer will notify Florida Housing (and the 
Trustee or Fiscal Agent, if applicable), in writing, within a reasonable period of time prior to 
the expiration of a letter of credit (or any other collateral accoW1t or instrument) securing the 
guarantees. 

9. Provide loan servtcmg reports in writing to Florida Housing pursuant to the 
schedule of report dates provided by Florida Housing at the beginning of each year aud as 
amended from time to time which identify all delinquent accounts and/or default issues, as well 
as all default/non-compliant insurance issues . .

3. Florida Housing rules concerning tenant income restrictions; 

4. Requirements of the loan closing documents or application, as applicable; 

S. Resident programs/public purpose requirement/public policy criteria; 

6. Affrrmative Fair Housing Marketing Plan requirements as applicable, as may be 
amended from time to time; 

7. Tenant applications - specific intormation necessary for continued program 
compliance; 

8. income limits; 

9. Rent limits as applicable, as may be amended from time to time; 

I 0. Income verification; 

11 , Utility allowance; 

12. Annual income and assets; 

13. Tenant income certification; 
14, Lease; 

LS. Program.report; 
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16. Units exempted from certification for management or security officer residence, 
and; 

17 Owner's compliance responsibilities including, but not limited to: 

a. Notifying Florida Housing and the Servicer of any change in De<,1elopment 
ownership; and 

b. Notifying Florida Housing and the Servicer of any change of Manageruent 
Company prior to the company becoming responsible for management of the 
Development .. 

B. Program Reports 

For all Developments funded by Florida Housing, the Servicer will collect program reports 
(form PR-1) from the owner or Management Company. The program report provides a unit-by­
unit listing of all units in the Development and gives detailed information regarding the occupants' 
eligibility and set-aside requirements. The program report will be collected electronically in 
accordance with the deadlines stated in Item TV.B.2 below.

1. The Servicer will perform the following functions regarding the _program reports: 

a. Review Program Report Recap of Tenant Income Certification lnformation 
worksheet for completeness, including proper execution., and income eligibility,

g. Write or telephone the owner or Management Company, as applicable, regarding 
any discrepancies found during evaluation of a program report. A response from the owner 
or Management Coo,pany is due to the Servicer within 15 Days of the notification of the 
discrepancy. If the owner or Management Company does not respond on or before the end 
of the l.5 Day period, the Servicer will contact the owner or Manageruent Company, as 
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<Ipplicable, to detennine the reason. Any telephone response will be documented in the 
Development file. 

h. When program report infonnation is incorrect, the Servicer will make a note to the 
ftle to review the next monthly program report to confirm that errors have been corrected 
and will instruct the owner or Management Company, as applicable, to apply corrections 
to the next program report subm1tted electronically to Florida Housing, When the Servicer 
does not evaluate a Development1s program report each month, the Servicer will instruct 
the owner or Management Company, as applicable, to apply corrections to the program 
report for the program report month that the Servicer evaluated and submit the revision 
electronically to the Servicer alone. 

2. Collection of program reports will be as follows; 

a. lnitial Program Report 

i. When a Development receives competitive Housing Credits or HOME

program report will be prepared as of the last day of the calendar month during which 
the loan closing or the execution of the carryover allocation agreement occurred, and 
will be submitted no later than the 15th of the following month. The Servicer will 
collect -a copy of the program report accompanied by copies of executed tenant income 
certifications for 10% of the certified units. 

ii. When a Development receives competitive Housing Credits or HOME

rental of the initial unit occurred ano will be submitted no later than the 15th of the 
following month. The Servicer will collect a copy of the program report accompanied 
by copies of executed tenant income certifications for 10% of the certi..fied units. 

u1. When a Development receives an allocation of non-competitive Housing 
Credits without any Florida Housing issued loans. the initial program report will be 
prepared as of the last day of the calendar month during which final Housing Credit 
allocation occurred and will be submitted no later than the 15th of the following month. 
The Servicer will collect a copy of the program report accompanied by copies of 
executed tenant income certifications fur 10% of the certified units. 

b. Ongoing Program Reports 

Except for HOME Rental and Housing Credits, subsequent program reports will be 
prepared as ofthe last day of each calendar month and are due no later than the 15th of 
each following month throughout the entire regulatory period. The Servicer will collect 
a copy of the program report accompanied by copies of 10% of the executed tenant 
income certifications effective since the last program report.

c. HOME Rental and Housing Credits 

Once during e_ach year of the entire regulatory period, on a date established by 
Florida Housing. the Servicer wil] collect a copy of tbe program report accompanied 
by copies of 10% of tbe executed tea.ant income certifications that were effective since 
tbe last program report that was evaluated by the Servicer. 

d . MMRB Certificate of Continuing Program Compliance 

The Servicer wm collect the Certificate of Continuing Program Compliance 
(CCPC) for each progrlltD report, if applicable to the Development. 

e. Additional reports and information will be collected by the Servicer at such other 
times as Florida Housing or the Servicer. in their disc;retion. request. 

C. Management review and physical inspection ("Management Review") 

The Servicer will conduct a Management Review consisting of a review of tenant files, the 
administrative procedures of the Management Company, and a physical inspection of the 
Development. The purpose of the management review and physical inspection is to evaluate 
management of the Development, to conduct an onsite inspection of the premisesi and co provide 
any-information needed by the owner in order to fulfill the compliance requirements. 

The units and tenant files to be -inspected and examined by the Servicer must be chosen in a 
manner that will not give owners and management advance notice that any specific un.it and/or 
tenant file will ot will oot be inspected or examined. However, the Servicer may give an owner 
and management reasonable notice that the inspection. in general, will occur so that the 
owner/management may notify all tenants of potential unit inspection and assemble all tenant files 
for review as further described in section TV.C.2.(a) below. 

A follow-up Review may be required, based on the quantity and nature of the issues found by 
the Servicer and/or failure to meet Uniform Physical Condition Standards during a management 
review. The Servicer may schedule a follow-up review, onsiteor Desk Audit, on or before the 90th 
Day after the response due date. The Servicer will re-examine previously-reviewed files containing 
discrepancies and/or previous physical inspection issues to ensure the o~rner or Management 
Company corrected noted discrepancies and issues. The Servicer will also review admtional 
files/inspect additional units to detennine whether acceptable procedures are currently beir'lg 
followed. If a Desk Audit is performed, all costs of secure shipment of tbe tenant files sball be 
borne by the Servicer and the physical re-inspection of the property, if applicable, shall be 
conducted within 60 Days of completion of the Desk Audit. 

'I. Frequency and timing of management reviews and physical inspections conducted 
by the Servicer:

For fees billed on an hourly base, the invoice must also include the number 
of hours worked and where (i.e., Servicer's office or Development site) the services were 
performed. Payment of an undisputed invoice shall be made within a reasonable period of 
time not to exceed 30 days after receipt of the invoice. If the Servicer is found to be in 
non-compliance with Florida laws, Federal laws, Florida Housing rules or Florida 
Housing policies governing its duties hereunder, or fails to perform its duties hereunder, 
any compensation received in connection with thjs Contract shal] be subject to forfe iture 
to Florida Housing.
